All items should be clearly named and P.E. kits should be kept in a named bag.

Benwick Primary School fully endorses the principle that school uniform should be affordable for everyone, ensuring that no student or family is socially excluded through inability to buy.  Accordingly, all uniform can be bought ‘off the peg’ from any high street outlet or supermarket.  It is also school policy to supply our most needy families with good quality second hand uniform at no cost, if required.

Items of clothing, bearing the school logo, can be bought through the school office.  Clothing includes polo shirts, fleeces, coats, jumpers, cardigans, dresses, ties and P.E. shirts.  The school ensures that this is a non-profit making venture.

Health and Safety
· The wearing of jewellery including rings, bracelets and necklaces is not permitted.  Watches and stud earrings can be worn; however, these must be removed prior to physical activity.

· Pupils are encouraged to tie back long hair at all times.  During physical activity long hair must be tied back
