	Nature of support  and Curriculum Focus 2015/16

	The school has continued to provide small group and 1-1 support for those FSM/LAC children that the school has identified as requiring additional support to reach their potential and accelerate progress.  We have TAs who can administer 1st Class@Number, Success@Arithmetic and the Sandwell test to check mathematical understanding.

One-to-one mentoring between teacher and child is well established providing opportunities for feedback and target setting and Accelerated Reader continues to support readers and reading attainment. Writing has this year been a whole school focus. Staff training on Alan Peat Super Sentences has had an impact on children’s writing attainment across the school. Release time for the Assistant Head provided the opportunity to engage with parents holding informative coffee mornings and supporting parents in challenging circumstances. We also purchased software to enable the EY teacher to accurately build a profile on foundation stage children.
2 Clevertouch interactive whiteboards were purchased – partly out of pupil premium and partly from a grant from a local wind farm. The boards have been used to the benefit of everyone in key stage 2.
The school subsidised extra-curricular activities for FSM/LAC children including class trips, the  KS2 trips to a residential at Burwell House  and the Voice in a Million Concert at Wembley.


	Measuring the impact of PPG spending Impact

	The school evaluates the impact of the support provided at the end of each term to ensure that progress is on target.

Progress for pupils that received support through Pupil Premium funding for the Academic year 2015-16 was as follows:

Reading:  61% of pupils in receipt of PP were at or above national expectations

Writing: 55% of pupils in receipt of PP were at or above national expectations

Maths: 76% of pupils in receipt of PP were at or above national expectations
