Every Friday, your child will be sent home with spellings to practice and learn, ready for a test 
the following Friday. Please work alongside your child to learn the spellings, reminding them 
that Dojo points will be awarded for improving marks. Weekly spellings are uploaded to Purple 
Mash (2Do section), so children can practice them at home. Login cards were sent home just 
before half term, however if you have misplaced yours, please let us know. 
 
On the school website, there will be an optional homework grid. This term’s activities will focus 
on the topic of our local environment. 
 
With the warmer weather hopefully coming soon, it is important that your child brings to school a 
sunhat which is named, along with a labelled water bottle. We also ask that you apply sun 
cream to your child before school, as staff are not permitted to do so. Please teach your child to 
do this independently. 
 
PE will be on Tuesday and Friday afternoons. We will endeavour to do PE lessons outside 
(weather permitting), so it is important that your child has both an indoor and outdoor PE kit, 
along with a change of shoes (trainers/pumps) for the lesson. Please make sure that your 
child’s name is on all of their clothing, along with their water bottle.
